3) Alakamizi ¢eken iigiincii nokta,
ovanin simaldogusunda  Kumlu Oren-
oik denen, denize yakin bir yerdir. Bura-
da Bakicaktakinden hayli ,biiyiik bi-r ki-
lise yikintis1 vardir. Insaatta hem antik
bloklar, hem de 6 nci1 asra ait bir Bizans
kilisesinden kalma situn bashklar
(Res. 4), kor'kuluk ve lkaplama levha
pargalar1 kullanilmistir. Kilise dogu ta-
raflarinda birer apsis bulunan iki esas
boliimden ibaret olup, ikisinin ar.asinda
yine apsisli dar bir sahn  yer almstir.

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dir. Simal ibolimiin uzunlugu 30.20 m.,

var: 1baslamaektadir. Her iki bolimiin
icinde birer yarma actik; zemin simal
boliimiinde mermerle, cenup bolimiinde
d'se mahalli olarak  "ba:la:t :tasi" denen
yumusak, sarims: bir tasla dosenmistir.
Dosemelerin altinda daha eski bina izine
rastlamadik. Simal bolimiinde ihtimal bir
situn bashgina ait, tezyinath ve yazih
Ibir parga bulundu (Res. 5). Konveks olan
yiizlerin hirinde *beyzi Ibir ¢ergeive iginde

Bu t.amamlama sekli dogru ise, kili-
senin "Diimema'ya kutsal 'Oldugu ve sii- tun
basliginin bu DimeriJa'ya iiithiaf eidil- digi
anlasilmaktadir.

Golenye'nin ,iki saat kadar cenup-
hatisinda, Dereyiizii denen yiiksek bir
,vadide har-¢s1z, gayrimuntazam biiyiuik
bloklarla oriillmiis durvarlar oldugunu
isitince oraya da gittik. Derin bir bogazi
gectikten sonra ulasilan Dereyiizii, G6-
lenye ovasindan 500 m. kadar yiiksekte-
dir. Burada 50 m. uzunlukta, 25 m. ge-
nislikte, dort tarafi duvarlarla destek-
lenmis, siimaldogu - cenupbati istikame-
tinde uzanan biiyiik bir platform vardir.
Duvar isciligi Res. 6 da go6sterilmis- tir.
Platformun diuz sathim simdi bir ev
kismen isgal etmektedir; cenupdoguda
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duvardan 7 m. mesafede ve 1bu duvara
paralel kisa bir duvar pargasinin toprak
liginde uzandigi goériiliiyor. Platformun
uzerinde antik bagka kalintiya rastlan-
miyorsa da, civarda Goéleniye ovasindaki-
lere 'benzer dort adet yi:vli blok, bir ce- viz
agaci altinda yatan ke'Sme bloklar, alt
kismi1 konveks; tist kismi spiral yivli,
0.25 m. kutrunda bir siitun mevcuttur.

arastirmalarimiz netiicesinde pek muhtemel
goriinmektedir. Amos'ta bu- lunan ve Fraser
ve Bean Rhodian Peraia and Island No. 12
de nesr,edilen bir kita- bede Apollon
Samnaios'tan bahsedilmek- tedir. Bu ila'hin
maihedinin veya kutsal sahasinin Amos'ta
oldugu ve mevzubahs stelin oraya dikilmis
olidugu 1ithtimalini, G6lenye'niin durumu
karsisinda kaibul et-

mekteyiz.
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,Golenye is a modest village at the
head of a small Hat plain, 'bordered iby
the sea on t:he east and encircled by
mountains on the other sides, some 8 km.
soutth of Marmaris and about 6 km. north
of the site of Amos at Hisarburnu
(Asarcik). Some 8 miinutes from the
villaige, at a spot called B.akicak, in or
about 1933, digging was ibegun with
the dbject, later albandoned, of building
a school. During tihe digging a fine
inscrilbeid stele of whiite marble came to
light and was transported to Marmaris.
Unfortunately it was there used as a
thresholid - bl-ock 1in the Bdediye buril-
ding, and nearly all the writing ~ was
totally dfaced. The stele 1iis pubEshreid
in Fraser and Bean Rhodian Peraea and
Islands No. 15, and daites to about 200 B.
C. In the sur,viviing legiible portion men-
tion is made of the temenos at Kastabos
referred to by Diodorus Siculus V, 62,
and at tihe end instructions are e,vidently
given for erectimg the stele in the pre-
cinstt ,of Apoino Samnaiios. It appearied
therefore not unlikely that the prec,inct
of Apollo was at or near Ba'kica'k, and the
present operations were undertaken an
the hope of finding 1iit. Thiis ihope ws
not 1in the event fuilfiullied.

A surface examination of the plain
revealed great quantities of ancient blocks,
among tlhem certain in particular tha:t had
eviidently Ibeloniged to a large building.
T'hese show on three sides grooives or
sinkings of varying depth, and arie cut
from the Ibluiish ,limestonie of the
nei,ghlbouring hills (Figs. 1 and 2). They are
now lying scattered to the four corners
of the plain.
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Three points in the pla,in aittracted
our particular attention.

1) The fir,st ,of ithe:s:e was Ba:kicak
itself, where tlhe stele was found. At this
point a low conical hill proje,cts into the
plain from the mountains on the
south, t0 which it is joiined by a saddle.
This saddle 'is now occupied by the ruins
of a church some 20 m. long iby 10 m.
wide, of poor g:,3.lity masonry, of which
little is standing apart from the apse. A
trench driven ,across the church came
almost at onc,e to virgin earth, and
revealed only the cement floor of a
narrow s,ide - chamber. In this chamber
were numerous bones of ,several persons,
lying above the floor. It was here that the
inscribed stele was found in 1933. On
these grounds alone it seems certaiin that
no buildiing earlier than the church ever
stood on this saddle. Non indeed is there
room here for a building of the size
indiicated by tl:i.e architectural blocks
mentioned above. In addition to the area
occupied hy the church, a further space
of some 5 m. all round might be 1oht,aiinied
by 1t,erracing (and some remains of walls,
of dubious date, on the south and nortih
- east suggest that ,fois was done); suC'h
an area is qui- te inadequate fora larige
temple. In spite of the attract,ive nature of
the site, we feel sure that the precinct of
Apollo Samruaiios was not thieire. The
li,ruscriibed stele must ha,ve been ibrought
here to serve in the construction of the
church, pevhaps as the lintel of a door
leading to the side - chamber. In general,
tlhe remains at Bakicak seem to be of quite
modern date, apparently contemporary
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with a village whose ruins extend all along
the foot of the hills from Bakicak to the
sea.

2) We next turned our attention to
a spot ca:Ueid OlI4enardi, ,in 1the north-
we's,t comr,mie,r  of ithe plain.  He're,
a l'ittle athove the plain, where the ground
slopes gently up to the foot of the
mountain, are the remains of a massive
terrace - wall, shown in Fig.
3. The wa'll rests on a solid foundation,
well constructed; this, and the lowest
course of the wall itself, are undoubtedly
ancient. From tlhe style, and from  the
sherds unearthed beside the foundation,
we should judge it to be of Roman date.
The part of the wall was evidently put
together later from the iblocks of the
collapsed ancient wall; much lime.

mortar was used ,in the process. On the
level ground supported Iby this wall,
several other walls apparently  cons-
tructed of a large Iblocks were visible
protuding ahove the earth; but the ex-

cavaiion of tihese showed tihem to he in
every case of very poor quality, and to
rest merely on the earth. All these in-

terior walls, were evidently built at a
late date, the blocks of t'he ancient wall
being used so long as the supply lasted,
aftier which tihey were compliete'd whh
irregular ruhble blocks. Below them we
found nothiing but virgin  soil. Apart

from a narrow thre,shold - block, only
ronghly squared, and a large  grooved
architectural hlock  belonging to the

group men,tiom:!d ahove, we found no
archi it.ectural imaoteriiaJ w'hatever, nor any
sherds ,earfa::r than the Roman per:iod.
Here again, despite the very suitable
situation, there is no real evidence to
suggest that a temple stood on this
terrace.

3) The third poiint to which we di-
rected our attention is at Kumlu Oren- cik
in the north < east corner of the plain,
close to the shore. Here are the ruins of a
Byzantine church considerably

larger than that at Bakicak; ancient
bloc'kis havie be,en used ,jn ,iits conis'tru,ction,
and also column - caphals  (Fig. 4) and
fragments of balustrades and thin slabs
of marible veneer deriivimg from an ear-
lier Byzantine church of the sixth cen-
tury. The church now standing seems to
h. ve comprised two main naves, each with
an apse at the east end; between and
joining them is a narrow aisle, and a
shiilar aisle adjoins the northern nave
on the north. The northern nave measures
30.20 m. :by 6.60 m.; outside iit on the
west, at a distance of 3.25 m., is the wall,
0.70 m. thick, of around structure 7.40 m.
in diameter. We sarik a trench ac,ros's both
naivies; ithe filoor of the northern is of
marble; that of the southern of a soft
milkstone. Below the floors we found no
trace of any earlier 1building. In the northern
naV'e we un- eartthed a fngment of an

ornamental block, _apparently a capital,
shown in Fig. 5. The amgle hetween
the faces is decorated with a laurel-

ibranch; the faces are convex, and on one of

them, inside an oval panel with double
rim, is an incomplete inscription in
letters

21 - 30 mm. 'hingh.

1,f this restoration is correct, it is to be
inferred that the church was sacred to
"the Pilot", to whom the -capital is
dedicated by a certain Zosimus. It seems,
however, that the restoration is insuffi-
cient to fill the available sp.ace symmet-
rically, and it must be considered uncer-
tain.

Learning that s:imifoir large groovied
architectural blocks were to he seen
at a spot called Dereyiizii about two hours
south - west of Golenye, we paid -1 visit
to this place also. At the south end of a
small plain, 500 m. above the
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plain of Golieny,e and approache'd by a
mountaiin  patth up a steep ,g:or,gwe,
iis a :1:3irge plaitform esome 50 m. by
25 m. in area, orientated NE - SW and
supported by a wall on all four sides. The
styJie of the mason'riy 'is sh:own 1iin Fiig.
6. The 1l:ev'el surfac:e of tlhe platform ds now
partially occupied by a house; near the east
co-rtner we found a ishor:t siietch of wall,
now buried, 7 m. from the south- east wall
..:md parallel to it, but no other visible ancient
remains. But in the near nei,githlbourhood -of
the platform we saw four ,grooveid
ar,chitectural blocks similar to those on the
plain of Golen-ye, and under a walnut -
tree a number

of ancient blocks, iincluding a late co-
lumn 0.25 m. in diameter; this column
is convex - fluted in its lower part, spiral
- fluted in i'ts upper part.

With regard, therefore, to the inse-
ribed stele found at Bakicak, our conc-
lusion must be,-on the evidence availaible,
that it was 'in ailil 1probabiHty :br;ought
there from the site of Amos at Hisar-

burnu. Apollo Samnaios is in fact
mentioned in an inscription found at
Hisaldburnu (Fraser - Bean Rhodian

Peraea and Islands No. 12), and it seems
now hi,ghly ilsi'ke y that his empie or
preciinct was ther,e, and 't'hat tihe insc-
rilbed stele was originally erected in it
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
